Officials Registration Fees for 2015:

2016.
| Individuals that are a minimum of 13 years of age as of December 31, 2014 and younger than 18 years of age prior to December 31,
2014 may register as a ‘Minor Official’. Cost for a ‘Minor Official’ is $45.00.
| Individuals that are a minimum of 18 years of age as of December 31, 2014 may register as an ‘Adult Official’. Cost for an ‘Adult Official’
is $90.00.

Please be reminded of the following when registering for a clinic:

a) Pleaseregister as soon as possible to avoid your clinic selection being full. Registrations for each clinic will be accepted up to seven (7) days in
advance of clinic date.

b) Registration for a clinic will only be confirmed upon full payment being received. It isimportant that you provide an email address on your
application so that proper communication can be forwarded to you with any updates, changes, etc.

c) Registration and completion of the OBHF clinic allows you to obtain certification to be able to officiate ball hockey. Local leagues are responsible
for assigning referee shifts to certified officials. Should you require the contact names for a referee—in—chief of a particular league, please contact the

OBHF.
d) Should you wish to order uniform, jerseys, shorts and/or pants, please be reminded that delivery of these items may take up to 6 weeks so please
submit your registration plenty of time in advance to receive these items for your clinic date.
